To celebrate its 25th anniversary, the NATO E-3A Component in Geilenkirchen, Germany, is opening its doors to the public on 16 and 17 June 2007 for a festival consisting of an extensive programme of special performances and a static display of various international aircraft. (Media will also be invited to this event in June, so please mark your calendars.)

You are invited to participate in a unique preview of the NATO Air Base in Geilenkirchen on 24 April 2007, from 1100 through 1300 hrs.

On 24 February 1982, the first E-3A aircraft landed at the NATO Air Base in Geilenkirchen. This historic milestone opened a new era of NATO air operations. Since that time, the aircraft known for the radar dish above the fuselage have flown countless missions from Geilenkirchen in support of NATO operations worldwide. This achievement serves as a testimony to the entire E-3A Component Team. Service members from 14 NATO nations look forward to providing you with the following: 

· At the start of your visit, you will attend the official unveiling of 25th anniversary artwork painted on an E-3A aircraft.  The event will also feature participation by Dr. Ingo Wolf, Minister of the Interior, Country of North Rhine - Westphalia, and Brig. Gen. Stephen Schmidt, E-3A Component Commander. 

· In addition, you will have the opportunity to conduct interviews with Dr. Wolf and Component leadership, as well as take photographs of the painted aircraft.
