
Poland joins AWACS Component in Geilenkirchen

NATO Air Base Geilenkirchen, Germany – The E-3A Component at Geilenkirchen Air Base will hold a ceremony on 6 September to officially welcome Poland as the newest member of the NATO Airborne Early Warning and Control Force.
Poland is the 15th nation to join the E-3A Component in Geilenkirchen, just after Hungary which joined in 2006.  

The addition of Poland to the Component is an historic event that highlights the unique nature of AWACS operations at Geilenkirchen AB, the only multinational military flying unit of its kind in the world.

Every day, multinational crews work side by side to fly AWACS aircraft in Europe and around the world, providing air surveillance and control capability to the NATO Alliance.

Among the distinguished visitors expected to attend are the Mayor of Geilenkirchen and Lt. Gen. Lech Majewski, the assistant to the Chief of General Staff for the Polish Air Force and Maj. Gen Krzysztof Zaleski, Chief of Staff, Air force Command.

The Polish delegation will receive a Component orientation and the official ceremony begins at 1100.
