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AWACS aircraft to provide airspace 

security for NATO Summit in Romania
NATO AIR BASE GEILENKIRCHEN, GERMANY – The Airborne Warning and Control System (AWACS) of the NAEW&CF E-3A Component will provide airspace security and surveillance support during the upcoming NATO Summit that takes place in Bucharest, Romania from 2-4 April. 

The use of E-3A aircraft for airspace surveillance and control has become an important part of national and international efforts to ensure the safety and security of political summits and other strategic world leadership events.

Due to the nature and timing of this event, it will be required to conduct some flights outside normal operating hours (weekdays from 0800 hrs until 2200 hrs) on 26 March and 5 April, for the departure and return of aircraft flying in support of the summit.  The E-3A Component regrets any inconvenience to the local population and will work to minimize noise levels as much as possible.
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
