
AWACS aircraft to provide airspace security 

for opening of Zaragoza International Exposition 

NATO Air Base Geilenkirchen, Germany – The Airborne Warning and Control System (AWACS) of the NAEW&CF E-3A Component will provide airspace security and surveillance support for the inauguration ceremony of the International Exposition of Zaragoza, Spain on 13 June. 

The use of E-3A aircraft for airspace surveillance and control has become an important part of national and international efforts to ensure the safety and security of political summits and other high profile international events.

Due to the nature and timing of this event, it will be necessary to conduct some flight operations outside of normal operating hours on 14 June. The E-3A Component regrets any inconvenience to the local population and will work to minimize noise levels as much as possible.
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
